Becoming a Sacred Home
Call to obey God is for the Family

a. Know the Lord Confidently
b. Love the Lord Totally
c. Teach the Children Faithfully

1. Faith must begin with the parents.

ii. Faith must be taught at all times.

iii. Faith must be obvious and visible.
