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I was born and raised in a non-
Christian home. I’ve never met my
dad, but my mom worked really hard
to raise my older sister and me. Ever
since I was in elementary school, I had
lofty ambitions of becoming a doctor
and saving the world. Everything I did,
from going to an academy during high
school, to signing up for a ton of ex-
tracurrriculars, to spending thousands
of dollars on Kaplan courses for the
MCATSs during the end of college, were
strategically done to fulfill my dreams
of becoming a doctor. But, God had dif-
ferent plans. I became a Christian when
I was in about 8th grade. One of my
friends from high school invited me to
her church for a youth outreach event,
and I started going to that church. One
of the student leaders in the group actu-
ally shared the Gospel with me and led
me to Christ. Little did I know that this
was the beginning of the many changes
God had in store for me.

I majored in biology at the Univer-
sity of Texas at Austin. In college, I be-
gan working with the youth group as a
counselor, and I loved it.

God started
to really challenge me to ask me how
much of my life I was willing to give
to Him. I think my dream of going to
medical school was something that I
was really holding onto and not sur-
rendering to Him, and God really chal-
lenged me to give up everything that I
thought was best for me for Him and
for the sake of the Gospel.

lot of crying, and a lot of stretching
throughout my last year at UT. But God
directed me towards Asia, I found my-
self in Taiwan on missions with Over-
seas Missionary Fellowship after col-
lege. During the year there, | worked
with a church plant called “WanFu” or
Bless All Nations, where I helped to
lead Chinese and English Bible stud-
ies with local Taiwanese students. I
also worked part time as a cram school
English teacher and was able to share
openly about Christ with my students.
My experience in Taiwan opened my
eyes to the spiritual oppression that I
never knew existed around the world.
It wasn’t easy watching the Taiwanese
traditions of idol and ancestor worship,
and many times, I felt discouraged and
helpless.

However, God continued to show me
His faithfulness and increased my pas-
sion for the lost and needy. He showed
me what it meant to be weak and yet
so strong. He taught me what it meant
to trust in His power, and he used me
despite how insignificant I felt. God al-
lowed me to get a glimpse of the world
through His eyes in Taiwan and taught
me what it meant to cry for the lost. It
was also encouraging meeting other
people from around the world with
the same heart for Christ’s name to be
known in Asia. Being able to connect
with them and serve with all of them
was a blessing in itself. 1 spent four-
teen months in Taiwan and then three
more months in China. I worked with
both college and high school students,
taught them the Gospel and showed
them the love of Christ. It was during

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China that God really confirmed my
passion and calling for working with
youth. I found so much joy in leading
them, and teaching them, and building
them up in their walks.

When I came back, I began intern-
ing at Austin Chinese Church with the
youth group and we wrote Bible stud-
ies, led Sunday service, helped to plan
and implement vision. It was during
those two years, God was constantly
teaching me to focus more, not on the
things of this earth, but on Him. I de-
cided to start seminary in order to learn
more because I felt God calling me into
youth ministry for the long term and
wanted to be well equipped. My mom
wasn’t a Christian, and I know it was
hard for her watching me let go of my
dreams of becoming a doctor that she
had worked so hard to help me achieve.
When I told her [ wanted to go to semi-
nary, she drastically opposed the idea
and could not believe that [ was giving
up a stable and prestigious future that
both she and I had poured sweat and
tears into. However, after a lot of pray-
ing and pleading with God, He began
changing her heart and she eventually
agreed to let me go. She even offered
to help pay for my tuition! During my
first year of seminary (and after more
than a decade of praying for her), my
mom accepted Christ and was baptized
in Taiwan! Praise the Lord!

I began studying at Southwestern
Baptist Theological Seminary in 2007
pursuing a Master of Divinity with a
concentration in Student Ministries and
finished my degree this past December.
Throughout seminary, I also worked at

My son has grown up

(this article was written in Septem-
ber, 2010)

The other day I was looking at the
picture taken at Jonathan’s baby dedi-
cation. The year was 1989 and Rew.
Alistair Begg held my baby, Jonathan,
in his arms at the Parkside Church in
Ohio. With the blink of an eye, twen-
ty-one years have passed. This Sep-
tember, we met Alistair again in Bos-
ton and took another picture with him.
While sending Jonathan this picture, 1
put the two pictures side by side and [
was filled with a deep sense of thanks-
giving. “Lord, how great Thou art. We
can’t, but You can. You listen to our
prayers; You brought up this child by
Yourself.”

Growing up, Jonathan was always

a quiet child. At the church nursery,
he would seldom cause any trouble. In
preschool, the teachers said he could
skip kindergarten and go straight to
first grade. We didn’t let him skip a
grade. In elementary school, the prin-
cipal called him a quiet leader. No
matter what he did, a lot of other kids
would follow him. During Halloween,
he didn’t put on a costume, instead he
told the teacher, he’d be the doorkeep-
er. Wherever the class went, he would
open the door for them.

As I recall, we read the Bible to him
and his older sister every night. Some-
times I doubted myself: you read the
Proverb to him every day, how much
do you think he would understand? One
day, when he was around six or seven, I
asked him, what would you like to have
the most? He said “Wisdom”!

I am very thankful to God, even
when he was not able to know right
from left, God showed His mercy upon
my son and gave him a heart to fear
Him. It is God’s grace that He brought
this boy up.

In the process of growing up, I
felt like the biggest cause of conflict
between me and my son was his pri-
vate cello or piano lessons. The mu-
sic teachers felt that he wasn’t serious
enough about it, but I still insisted that
he play the cello because I felt that it
was an instrument everyone wanted to
play. This led to a number of arguments
as Jonathan and I did not see eye-to-
eye on the issue. Up to this day, I am
still thankful for some advice my then
eighth-grade daughter gave me: “Your
son is not what your heart desires, but
he is a very decent child.”

Arlington Chinese Church as the youth
intern and as a counselor, mentoring
and discipling youths. I know God has
instilled in me a heart for the youth and
for seeing them grow up to be men and
women of Christ. Seminary was defi-
nitely a humbling experience of God
teaching me how little I knew and how
much there was to learn about God, and
it was a journey of learning to trust God
in all things and to pray faithfully.

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people, which was really great because
I felt like I really got to know what this
church and the people here were all
about. When I came, I really felt like
this was where God was leading me,
and He made everything fall perfectly
into place. I loved the church and the
direction the pastors were taking the
church. And I loved how the parents
had such a desire to see their students
walk deeply with God. I can’t wait to
come alongside you all to serve you and
to serve God together! I know this jour-
ney is just beginning, and I pray that in
each chapter of my life, Paul’s words
would reign true, “that I may know
Him and the power of his resurrection,

and may share His sufferings, becom-
ing like Him in his death, that by any
means possible | may attain the resur-
rection from the dead. Not that I have
already obtained this or am already per-
fect, but I press on to make it my own,
because Christ Jesus has made me his
own. Brothers, I do not consider that
I have made it my own. But one thing
I do: forgetting what lies behind and
straining forward to what lies ahead, I
press on toward the goal for the prize
of the upward call of God in Christ Je-
sus.”

It’s true. Up until his high school
graduation, he was a relaxed and easy-
going student; the teachers didn’t really
complain. However in ninth and tenth
grade, his temper seemed a little funny
to us. Only later as he was sharing his
testimony, we found he was going to
some inappropriate websites. God con-
victed him and began a process of sanc-
tification, starting in the heart. During
this time, his life had much structure: he
would wake up at 6 a.m. and play wor-
ship songs as he waited for his father to
bring him to school and he would be in
bed by 11 p.m. When he was applying
for college, he told us he didn’t want
us to give freewill application offerings
to the Ivy League colleges. He didn’t
think his grades qualified him. He just
followed his Uncle Frank’s adage of
the three E’s: easy, enjoyable, and ef-
ficient.

This boy was very simple and did
not ask for elaborate birthday gifts. The
only gift he wanted for his birthday
were different versions of the Bible. In
college, I often reminded him to work
hard in school, instead of only going to
fellowship. But Jonathan always took
care of everything—he even graduated
cum laude. He told me, “you were the
one who gave me the name Tien-Ye,”
which came from Matthew 6:33 (Seek
ye first the kingdom of God and His
righteousness and all these things will
be added unto you.)

This past March, Jonathan sent me
an e-mail telling me he wanted to join
Campus Crusade for Christ as an intern.
He asked us to pray for him. While we
prayed for him, my own college fel-
lowship’s staff members whom I hadn’t
seen for twenty years came to stay with
us during their visit from Taiwan. He
asked my husband, “What year were
you accepted to Trinity Theological
Seminary?” David answered, “1987.”

The staff member continued, “There
were families and friends who had com-
mitted to cover your entire tuition and
provide your other living expenses. A
Chinese church in Chicago also offered
you a position so that you could study
and pastor a church. At that time, Jon-
athan was in Kathy’s womb. You had
just finished your post-doctorate. Why
didn’t you go? If you went, Pastor Tsu-
Kung Chuang and the president of Chi-
nese Evangelical Seminary Chien-Kuo
Lai would be your underclassmen.”
These words swirled in my mind for a
long, long time. I wished that I hadn’t
hurt my husband at that time and now I
didn’t want to hinder my son.

I thought of what my mentor told
us, that though at times they were very
stressed serving, they were able to see
a lot of fruit over the years. I realized
that this position would be God’s lead-
ing for my son even though I still strug-
gled with it in my heart.

After Jonathan graduated, he re-
turned home and started working at
raising funds. Every day he would
spend a lot of time praying and doing
devotions. He spent many hours each
week sending emails, mailing letters
and making phone calls. At the very
beginning, he wasn’t sure who to call,
who to mail letters to. His prayer letters
were very detailed: they talked about
his testimony short-term missions, etc.
He insisted that every letter be personal-
ized by praying for the recipients while
handwriting their addresses. Our hearts
were so grateful to see him so devoted
to the Lord, our every prayer for our
son was being answered by God.

We often prayed together and would
fast for him. I often felt like I owed peo-
ple because of all the support he was
asking for, but he said, “Mommy, these
people were willing to give because
they love the Lord and feel a burden to-
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ward college students. It’s not because
of anything else.” Seven weeks later,
when he reached his goal, he told us,
“This is God’s hand at work. I am so
surprised that God moved the hearts of
people I never thought would give.”

Our thoughts on teaching
children

After our nest was empty, we
stopped teaching classes on the family
and rearing kids. But as my son gradu-
ated from college and my daughter
from grad school this May, my husband
and I were invited to share at a fellow-
ship our thoughts on teaching children.
The topic was “How to raise Chinese
children in North America and bring
them before the Lord.”

After we got home, a lot of thoughts
and feelings ruminated inside me. I
wrote down some of my thoughts and
questions here for you:

® Are you Chinese? What ethnicity
were Moses, Daniel and Joseph? Where
did they grow up? From when our chil-
dren were young, we told them they are
Chinese but what did they think? Did
they have the right to decide who they
were or did you decide? (What if they
nodded on the outside, but inside shook
their heads, thinking “We’re American,
not Chinese.”)

®m What kind of characteristics do
Chinese-Americans have? The book,
Following Jesus without Dishonoring
Your Parents gives a recipe (slightly
modified here):

* Ingredients for a Potion that
Causes a Huge Commotion:

* 1 part Confucian thought
* 1 part Western thought

* 1 part incredibly high parental
standards

* 1 part Model Minority

® Toss into an unbreakable mixing
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bowl. With a blender, mix at high speed
for about 18 years.

® Make 1 large serving of Driven,
Perfectionistic, Schizophrenic Young
Person. The outside looks delectable:
sweet and desirable. The inside is sour
and bitter.

® Without God, how would we teach
our children? Is it wrong to see know-
ing God as just a religion and going to
church as a means to learn how to be-
have and to make Chinese friends, and
to have goals to be rich and famous?

® Even though we’re not perfect
and our children aren’t perfect, we
still thank God. From when they were
young, we always taught them “You are
Chinese people born in America. More
importantly, You are God’s. You are the
ambassadors of Christ. You have triple
blessing: you’re Chinese, you’re Amer-
ican, and most importantly, you’re am-
bassadors for Christ.”

After the meeting at church, I want-
ed to share what I wrote with the fel-
lowship. The scanner had problems, so
I had to manually type it. When I start-
ed to type, I realized each sentence was
so familiar. Scenes from my children’s
childhood appeared before me.

How to pray for your children:

(1) Know Christ as Savior early in
life.

(2) Have a hatred for sin.

(3) Be caught when guilty.

(4) Be protected from the evil one in

each area of their lives: spiritual, emo-
tional, physical.

(5) Have a responsible attitude in all
their personal relationships.

(6) Respect those in authority over
them.

(7) Desire the right type of friends
and be protected from the wrong
friends.
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(8) Be kept from the wrong mate
and saved for the right one.

(9) Be kept pure until marriage (as
well as those they marry).

(10) Learn to totally submit to God
and actively resist Satan in all circum-
stances.

(11) Be singlehearted, willing to be
sold out to Jesus Christ.

(12) Be hedged in so they can-
not find their way to wrong people or
wrong places and that the wrong peo-
ple cannot find their way to them.

This prayer sheet was taped on the
walls next to their beds. We used it ev-
ery night. The other sheet was taped
next to the telephone to remind me how
to pray for the children of others in the
fellowship, which was something we
needed to do as well. My children
loved us praying for them, especially to
lay hands on their heads as we prayed
God’s promises for them.

Yesterday [ asked my daughter if she
remember these things? “Of course,”
she replied. She loved these times.

Thinking back to those prayer times,
we didn’t know how our children would
turn out. Twenty-some years later,
we’ve seen God lead them one step at
a time. We can only say, “God, You are
amazing.
You heard
all of our
prayers.”
Of course,
many
things
need to be
tested and
examined
over time.
We do not
know what
Jonathan
will do next

year, but we appreciate that he is sin-
glehearted, willing to be sold out to Je-
sus Christ.

David and I will still continue to
pray for them every day until we see
Christ. Thinking about that makes us
excited. We don’t know what kind of
testimony we will write in twenty more
years, but we thank God for every new
thing that will happen.

I will always remember the Rev.
Alistair Begg’s exhortation one Moth-
er’s Day long ago. It went something
like this: “Thank God for giving us
mothers who offer up their entire lives
to be our mothers. Only until they see
God will they know how they did. Con-
tinuing to believe and persisting in the
promise of God that when you give the
blank sheet of paper which is your chil-
dren’s instruction to God, letting Him
write in all the details, you have the
hope that when the children grow up,
they will put their signatures there.” 1
really like this glorious and honorable
role God has given me.

Thoughts on growing as a
couple

My husband David didn’t serve God
full-time and didn’t leave his job to go
to seminary full-time either. However,




he did study at the seminary as a part-
time student for nine years. Seven
years ago when my daughter graduated
from high school, David finished his
Master of Divinity degree at the same
time. During the nine years of school-
ing, our daughter also benefitted from
the time. She proofread all the pa-
pers David wrote for all the credits he
took. Through this, they became good
friends. He called her “the honorable
theologian” because she asked a lot of
questions and had her own opinions.
On the day of David’s graduation cer-
emony, there were rainbows in the sky.
This scene is still before my eyes. God
was telling us, “I didn’t forget you.”

My son now wants to go into minis-
try full-time, and we’ve gone through
struggles, which we have placed be-
fore God. This year in April, as we led
a Marriage Enrichment Retreat, during
the communion, I confessed before
the Lord and my husband, I asked the
Lord to shine His light so that I would
not be a hindrance to my husband and
keep him from fully serving the Lord.
Later, David shared his pilgrim’s prog-
ress with me. Either full-time or part-
time, let us listen to the Lord our God.
The Lord is one. Love the Lord your
God with all your heart and with all

your soul and with all your mind and
with all your strength. Not long after
we got married, someone had accused
him. I felt like he was being unjustly
persecuted.

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“I will help a thousand people,” re-
plied the five-year-old when a reporter
had asked, “What is something you
wish to do after you recover, Yi Fan?”
In the Beijing airport, humming with

conversations, crowded restaurants,
and people rushing, several curious re-
porters had surrounded the little girl.
The mother was holding her daughter’s
fragile body in her arms as they walked
through the airport. As Yi Fan and her
mother were leaving for their fourteen-
hour trip, she whispered to her father
through the oxygen mask she had been
wearing, and said, “Baba ni fang xin,
wo hui zhao hu hao mama de (Papa
don’t worry, I will take good care of
Mama).” Then, she turned around and
exclaimed, “Wo yi ding hui hui lai de (I
will come back)!” to everyone who was
sending her off to America. The young
girl had no idea that she would soon be-
come a hero to many more people and
continue to impact their lives in such a
powerful way.

Since a very young age, Yi Fan had
to battle against a serious disease called
pulmonary fibrosis. Yet her spirit had
been endlessly filled with hope and
determination. Her lungs had begun
to develop excess fibrous tissues; this
formation deeply scarred the lung. She
constantly had to endure chest discom-
fort; along with shortness of breath,
and a continuous, hacking cough. This
disease caused her whole body to ache
with weariness. It also compromised
the functions of the heart, which would
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eventually lead to death. Pulmonary fi-
brosis is permanent once it has devel-
oped, and treatments for this condition
are limited. While the doctors in China
desperately tried to lengthen the life of
her lungs, Yi Fan was incredibly co-
operative. She would exercise when-
ever she was off the oxygen tube, and
although at times the tremendous pain
caused her to cry, she would try to over-
come it in order to become stronger.

Because of her ever present bravery
through this struggle, this sweet girl had
soon won the hearts of many people in
the Chinese population. Her family and
friends had been spreading the word
about her situation, and soon, more
and more people were affected by her
story. Thousands of people gave dona-
tions to Yi Fan and her family because
of their love for her. At last, enough
money was donated to the little girl so
that she could go to America for better
treatment and surgical operations at the
Boston Children’s Hospital, in Massa-
chusetts.

Three months after Yi Fan and her
mother arrived in Massachusetts, a
team of famous doctors were able to
perform a lung transplant for her. The
surgery was a success, and for a month
she was able to breathe on her own for
many hours. But then, she once again
became very weak, the problems wors-
ened, and the doctors did not understand
the reasons for her complications. Dur-
ing the period of their stay in the US,
numerous volunteers throughout Bos-

ton, including local churches, visited
and provided care for her and her fam-
ily. They brought them numerous gifts,
food, other necessities, friendship, and
most importantly, God’s love.

A few days later, the doctors told
her parents that they should prepare to
say farewell to their daughter. At this
point, Yi Fan and her parents had be-
come Christians bound by a promise: a
promise that she and her parents would
once again reunite in another world. Yi
Fan agreed to be baptized in the hospi-
tal. The whole family placed Yi Fan’s
life in God’s hands because everything
else that could be tried had already been
done. One night, the father was holding
his daughter’s tiny hands while praying,
when suddenly, he remembered what
Yi Fan had spoken at the airport. As if a
voice had spoken to him, he knew that
he needed to buy one thousand Bibles
and send them to a thousand people un-
der his daughter’s name.

“Baba, Mama, | love you. xie xie
ni men, thank you!” was the first thing
she said to anyone since her lung trans-
plant. As each day passed she got a
little better. When her father told her
that the first Bible had already been
sent out, she just happily nodded. She
was again able to eat, speak, and even
play games! The doctors could not be-
lieve how well she was doing and had
no explanation for this miracle. This
was when my mom brought me with
her to visit Yi Fan for the first time.
When I walked into her room, she said,
“Jie jie hao! (Hello sister)” as if I were
family. She spoke these words with so
much energy and warmth [ automati-
cally saw her as a friend I loved. Her
body was slightly deformed because
of the medications she had to take; and
her legs were not only terribly thin, but
the bones were broken inside as well.
There was also an oxygen tube resting
on her neck, connected to her throat.



Despite all of these difficulties, Yi Fan
faced these struggles with a smile. She
often raised her little hand and formed
a peace sign, encouraging herself and
telling everyone else to be brave and
happy. By her attitude, no one could
believe that only a week ago she could
have parted from us in this world.
However, we know that everything is
in God’s plan, and we know that she is
in a better place now where there is no
more pain and suffering. She left with-
out regrets, carrying the abundant love
from her parents, doctors and nurses,
and the people who volunteered.

Throughout Yi Fan’s journey, I see
Martin Luther King’s bravery, cour-
age, and love for others embodied in
her spirit. She may have only been a
six year old, but she has shown others
how to stand strong when there are ob-
stacles in life. She has not only taught
me how to really appreciate each day,
but to also realize how blessed I am to
obtain education. Each minute I com-
plain about going to school is another
day she had wished that she could just
sit by a desk and listen to all the sounds
in a classroom.
